With the up-coming events of ‘INTERNATIONAL FASHION ROCKS’ evenings on Wednesday 17th and 
Thursday 18th March, Year 7s and Year 8s have been exploring different cultures within their Creative Arts 
lessons. They‟ve been involved with some fantastic workshops (e.g. Cheerleading, Henna body art, African 
Drumming, Grecian performance).

So whatôs going on in each subject area??  
 
Within Music:  
Year 7..... are studying African culture, learning to play African music using traditional instruments and 
making their own African sound tracks in Cubase!  On the night, they will be performing a drumming 
composition and their African inspired tracks. 
 
Year 8..... are currently studying the Blues and have been learning to play a Blues piece. They are also 
studying music from other areas of the world including Indian and they have also being producing their own 
dance tracks.

Within Drama:  
Year 7.... Bring the culture of Greek Theatre in to the 21st Century an exploration of topical issues in a 
traditional form. The year 7‟s have been exploring the principals of Greek Theatre, looking at Narration, 
Masks and choral work. The development of the story can be accredited to the students for their ideas and 
decisions on how to approach it. The students have taken part in a workshop that focused on exaggerated 
music and allowed the students to experience the language of the Greeks first hand.  
 
Year 8.... “Skin Piercing, Blood spilling, lives shattering” an exploration of the ever poignant issue of Knife 
crime, looking at the British Nation through the ages. They have explored morality through looking at 
Fables and Theatre in Education focusing on elements that encourage crime and the routes to justice 
which are not always correct. The students have taken part in a workshop with an established practitioner 
who specialises in tackling these issues within the surrounding society, during which students explored the 
subject through the mediums of Dance and Drama aided by the use of music.

Within Art:  
Year 7...present „Bollywood High‟! Students are working to create a customised HCSC uniform, inspired by 
their exploration and developing knowledge of Indian art and culture. Students are learning a huge range of 
textile methods (e.g. appliqué, screen printing, embroidery, Angelina, tie dye), combined to create their 
individual fashion designs.  
The students have also taken part in a „Henna Body Art‟ workshop, learning more about Indian history and 
Indian patterns. Students created some amazing designs on their hands!  
 
Year 8...are „Proud to be British‟, thinking about what makes Britain, Britain. Students are exploring and 
representing the identity of Britain through creative and exciting Hat sculpture designs which will be 
displayed on the catwalk at „International Fashion Rocks‟.
